he album The Russian Navy was published in 1892. The pub-

lication was funded by Grand Duke Alexander Mikhailovich

(1866—1933), who served in the Russian Navy from 1885 to

1917. Thanks to his initiative and financing, a series of books

dedicated to various naval matters was brought out, with
some of the most famous being the reference books on the navies of the
world with illustrated appendices — Navies and Naval Reference Book,
published from 1891 to 1906.

On April 1 1892, circular letter No. 56 of the General Naval Staff
announced that the album was published (interestingly, without men-
tioning the author of the drawings) and that it was recommended for ship
and shore libraries. The album cost 7 rubles for the Naval Office staff,
which they were allowed to pay in instalments over a year[1]. The album
became popular and its second edition was published the following year.
For unknown reasons, it had 54 lithographs instead of the original 56; it
did not include drawings of the ironclad battery Pervenets and the semi-ar-
moured ironclad frigate General-Admiral. Both editions of the album were
high quality chromolithographic printing works made by the Stadler &
Pattinot company in St. Petersburg.

The author of the drawings in this album, Vassily Vassilievich Igna-
tius, was an extraordinary person to say the least. He drew ships not only
with great professionalism, but also with great love — after all, he served
on many of them. Unfortunately, this artist and officer is little known to
the general public, and we will be pleased to tell you more about him.

V. V. Ignatius was born in St Petersburg on 21 June 1854 in the fam-
ily of Vassily Gavrilovich Ignatius, then sub-lieutenant , he was posted
for duty to the Nobility Regiment in the 17th Artillery Brigade, and his

Imperial yacht Polarnaya Zvezda

Built in St. Petersburg at the Baltic Shipyard and entered service in 1891,
she was assigned to the Naval Guards until 1918. In 1917, the Central
Committee of the Baltic Fleet was stationed aboard the yacht. In April
1918, during the Ice Cruise of the Baltic Fleet, the yacht was transferred
from Helsinki to Kronstadt and mothballed. In 1930—1936, she was
completely overhauled and re-equipped to become a submarine tender.
She provided assistance to the Baltic Fleet submarines during the So-
viet-Finnish Winter War of 1939—1940 and World War I1. In 1954, the
former Imperial yacht became a barracks ship. Seven years later she was
used as a target and sunk in tests for new missiles launched from the Bal-

tic Fleet missile boats.

Imperial yacht Derzhava

Imperial yacht Tsarevna

Built in Great Britain and entered service in 1874, she was assigned to
the Naval Guards until 1917. In 1883—1889, she was a personal yacht
of Empress Maria Feodorovna. Mothballed in November 1917 and sub-
sequently scrapped.

Imperial yacht Aleksandria

Built at the Baltic Shipyard in St. Petersburg and entered service in 1904
to replace the yacht of the same name built in Great Britain in 1851 and
enlisted in the fleet as the first Imperial yacht. She served with the Naval
Guards until 1918 and under the authority of the Baltic Fleet Minelayer
Division until May 1918. In April 1921, the yacht was assigned to the
Lake Ladoga Defense Officer, and, later, to the Chief of the Baltic Sea
Naval Forces. She was mothballed in the port of Kronstadt in 1922 and
scrapped in 1927.
